Additional Physical Properties

· Malleability:  the ability of a sample of matter to be pounded, hit, or flattened and not break.

· Ductility:  the ability of a sample of matter to be pulled thin into wires

· Conductivity: the ability of a sample of matter to allow electricity and heat to transfer through it

Clarification of solubility as a physical property


-when a sample dissolves it may seem to disappear which can make you think that sample of  matter has been changed or been destroyed.  Actually, the matter is breaking into much smaller pieces and mixing in with the matter it is dissolving into.
