a more user-friendly way of measuring and converting 
measurements

meter (m):  used to measure length, width, and height.

kilogram (kg):  used to measure mass

second (s):  used measure time

Kelvin (K):  used measure temperature

SI Base Units - the most commonly used SI unit for a 
given measurement

liter (l): used to measure liquid volume

cubic centimeters (cm3):  used to measure solid volume
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
